FAREWELL GIFT
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PASTOR JOAN’S COLUMN

The Gospel readings for the last few weeks have been from Mat-
thew when Jesus instructs His twelve disciples on how to go out and do
what Jesus has been doing: serving others, especially those who don't
believe. When we serve others, we are serving 6od. And serving Him is
what He calls us to do. Jesus said in Luke 4:8 "It /s written, ‘You shall
worship the Lord your God and serve Him only." Jesus is quoting from
the Old Testament book of Deuteronomy where Moses, representing God,
told the Hebrew people, "You shall fear the Lord your God; you shall
serve Him and cling to Him, and you shall swear by His name” (Deut.
10:20).

Serving 6od was so important to Oswald
Chambers that he wrote about it in 45 of his
daily devotionals in My Utmost for His Highest.
We are called to serve 6od from the moment
we first believe, and God has given each of us
the unique gifts we need for that service. The
apostle Peter writes, "Each one should use
whatever gift he has received to serve others,
faithfully administering God's grace in its various forms. If anyone
speaks, he should do it with the strength God provides, so that in all
things God may be praised through Jesus Christ” (1 Peter 4:10-11).
Serving God with our special gifts serves two purposes: to serve others
and to bring praise to God. Serving isn't about receiving attention or glo-
ry. it is for Him to receive glory.

God receives glory when we serve because we display Jesus Christ in
our lives when we trade selfishness for selflessness. Peter says believers
should understand that we are speaking and serving directly on behalf of
God to others, while God gives us the ability and strength to do so. And
when we direct glory towards Him instead of accepting it for ourselves,
we stand out from the crowd of those who glorify only themselves. And
when we exhibit that in our lives, it can cause other people to desire
what we have - the life-changing relationship with Jesus Christ. Our
faith is validated in front of others.

“Service is the overflow which pours from a life filled with love and
devotion” (Chambers, January 17). When we have a personal relationship
with Jesus, serving comes naturally and we serve out of a motivation of
